Br Zach Presutti, SJ and the Thrive for Life Prison Project have invited us, the parishioners of
St Francis de Sales, to partner with them to create a new prison retreat team, from OUR par-
ish. We are looking for 5 individuals who will commit to the training process involved in learn-
ing how to prepare and assist Thrive for Life in their Behind the Walls Retreat Program. (Once
Covid allows for this work to begin again!)

The time commitment, after training, consists of giving one day a month (I think, usually Sat-
urdays?) to go to the chosen prison and be a part of the retreat team for that day. Br Zach
says that he is interested in forming a team here at SFDS that will work primarily with the
women incarcerated at Bedford Hills and Taconic prisons. A few folks have already expressed
an interest in beginning this new ministry project: are there any more interested folks sitting
in our pews or watching us on live stream that would like to begin this VERY worthwhile work?
