Clothing  
Last week’s Care for the Earth tip was inspired by a Catholic New York Piece Thrifting Catholic: Giving 
New Life to Old Things which urged us all to wear or donate quality but gently used clothing to coun-
ter our throwaway culture. You make a double whammy by shopping at or donating wearable clothing 
to The Sharing Place, Why? Because the   proceeds support the Little Sisters of the Assumption (LSA) 
health and social services in East Harlem.  Housing Works  and Goodwill work too.  
 
The key point is that CLOTHING IS NOT GARBAGE, GrowNYC (GrowNYC.org/clothing) the go-to sus-
tainability resource for New Yorkers lists the schedule (grownyc.org/clothing) for Manhattan, Brook-
lyn and Queens sites to drop  off clothing, matched pairs of shoes, belts bags, linens that are too 
worn or stained or stretched  to sell here in the States and are  shipped overseas. Another alterna-
tive to the BIG NO-NO of putting apparel, fabric, sheets in the trash. Since 2007 this program has 
recycled 6.2 million lbs!

El punto clave es que LA ROPA NO ES BASURA, GrowNYC (GrowNYC.org/clothing), el recurso de soste-
nibilidad de referencia para los neoyorquinos, enumera el cronograma (grownyc.org/clothing) para 
que los sitios de Manhattan, Brooklyn y Queens dejen ropa, emparejados pares de zapatos, cinturo-
nes, sábanas que están demasiado gastadas, manchadas o estiradas para vender aquí en los Esta-
dos Unidos y se envían al extranjero. Otra alternativa al GRAN NO-NO de tirar ropa, telas, sábanas a 
la basura. ¡Desde 2007, este programa ha reciclado 6,2 millones de libras!
