We would like to lay before you a list 
of all our upcoming needs as we look to November and December and invite you to participate as your budget allows. (If you, your

 At the present time, the organizations that we will partner with are: Search and Care (for Senior Citizens) Little Sisters of 
the Assumption Family Health Services (Food Pantry and Children's Christmas gifts), Church of the Living Hope (Clothing Clos-
et),  Ali Forney Center and Life Way Network (human trafficking). 
 The first items we are collecting are new packaged undergarments (male, female, boy & girl) due to the office for deliv-
ery to Church of the Living Hope by Oct 27th.
