My Dear Sisters and Brothers,

| write this message more than a week before Easter so | am conscious of how
quickly things are changing on a daily basis here in New York. However we realize
the timeless quality of this feast which we celebrate this Easter morning. It is a dec-
laration of light over darkness, life over death. We understand all too well both the
fear and joy which is felt by Mary Magdalene and the other Mary in Matthew’s Gos-
pel. Fear and anxiety have become for so many of us constant companions on the
journey these past weeks. Loss of life, loss of economic security, loss of our certain-
ty bring us to the tomb. We have experienced something else along the way though,
a sense of solidarity. Realizing the precariousness of life we have joined our suffer-
ing and fear with the entire world who are experiencing the same fear the same suf-
fering. No longer strangers on the journey we have become companions in sorrow.
We understand these two women who in their sorrow needed to go to the place that
would forever be changed by him who laid in the tomb for three days. Imagine their
fear at seeing the stone rolled away and the angel’s counsel to not be afraid. The an-
gel asks them to “come to see the place where he lay. Then go quickly and tell his
disciples He has been raised from the dead, and he is going before you to Galilee,
there you will see him.” On the way to tell the others the women encounter Jesus
who tells them “Do not be afraid. Go tell my brothers to go to Galilee, and there they
will see me” This is the message we carry on this Easter Day as we go toward Gali-
lee, death and fear have not the final word. The life that Jesus offers by way of the
cross calls us into a new life, a new way of being in the world. The solidarity which
we share with a suffering world is our passage to a new world brought to fullness
this Easter Day for Jesus the crucified is now Jesus the resurrected and alleluia is
our song.

En-
tendemos muy bien tanto el miedo como la alegria que sienten Maria Magdalena y
la otra Maria en el Evangelio de Mateo. El miedo y la ansiedad se han convertido
para muchos de nosotros en companeros constantes en el viaje en las Ultimas se-
manas. La pérdida de vidas, la pérdida de seguridad economica, la pérdida de
nuestra certeza nos llevan a la tumba. Sin embargo, hemos expenmentado algo
mas en el camino, un sentido de solidaridad. Al darnos cuenta de la precariedad de
la vida, hemos unido nuestro sufrimiento y miedo con el mundo entero que esta
sintiendo el mismo miedo, el mismo sufrimiento.

La solidaridad que compartimos con un mundo gue sufre es nuestro paso a un
mundo nuevo llevado a la plenitud este dia de Pascua para Jesus el crucificado,
ahora Jesus resucit6 y aleluya es nuestra cancion.
