¢ El Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo son dias de ayuno y abstinencia. Este es un asunto serio
dentro del derecho de la Iglesia.

¢ El ayuno significa que s6lo se puede tomar una comida completa al dia. Se pueden consumir dos
comidas mas pequefas para mantener la fuerza fisica, pero juntas no deben igualar en cantidad a otra
comida completa.

 La abstinencia prohibe comer carne o aves. Quienes hayan cumplido 14 afios estan obligados a abstenerse el Miércoles de
Ceniza y todos los viernes de Cuaresma y lo seguiran haciendo durante toda su vida. A aquellos que no estan especificamente
obligados a abstenerse de comer carne se les insta a unirse a la disciplina de abstenerse en la medida que puedan.

¢ Recuerde que todos los viernes del ano estan designados como dias de penitencia durante los cuales se nos anima a practicar
la abnegacion en gratitud por el sufrimiento y la muerte que Jesuls aceptd por nosotros.
