In a real way the value of stewardship is a matter of justice in terms of return-
ing to God what belongs to God and trusting that God is never outdone in generosity. | thank you for your contin-
ued generosity. | invite those who may not give much thought to what and how they give to consider this in a
thoughtful and prayerful way and | am confident that we will move in the right direction as a parish family.
