St Francis Xavier's Environmental Ministry, has created an impressive Carbon Fast Calendar for 
Lent.  Tips for each of the 40 days of the season to spark awareness, advocacy, personal responsibil-
ity. Suggests SMALL  steps like Meatless Mondays and Fish Fridays ( since 1 pound of beef takes 
1200 gallons of water to produce); postcarding/phoning to advance environmental protection 
laws (environmental voter.org); growing milkweed plants in gardens to attract endangered butter-
flies. Chock full of inspiring facts that show that small steps CAN make a difference, e.g. the Fin 
Whale was added to the engangered species list in 1973;  in 2022  1000+ fin whales have been 
sighted in Antarctica.
